Subject: Note — St. Lawrence Seaway Lease 0671 Renewal

Purpose

A By-law is required to renew an existing lease agreement between The St.
Lawrence Seaway Management Corporation and The City of Cornwall which
grants the City permission to use the leased land for the construction,
maintenance and utilisation of a pedestrian/bicycle path across the Cornwall
Canal at Lock 19.

Background / Discussion

The existing lease agreement has been in place since 1991. Past lease
agreements were previously for longer terms, however since the declaration of
the canal lands as surplus, the terms of the lease agreements have been
restricted to only one year terms.

It is required to renew the existing lease agreement for another one year term, in
order to maintain operation of this section of the pedestrian/bicycle path.
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
